In the Acts of the Apostlesthisis how Luke
describes the beginning of the Church: On the
day of Pentecost when the believers were
gathered for prayer, the Spirit of God came
upon them; they were filled with the Holy
Spirit and began to speak in other tongues, as
the Spirit gave them ability. He goes on to say
that this early community of believers
“devoted themselves to the apostles’ teaching
and the fellowship, to the breaking of bread
and prayer. Awe came upon everyone, because
many wonders and signs were being done by
the apostles. All who believed were together
and had all things in common ... they broke
bread in their homes with glad and generous
hearts, praising God and having the good will
of the people. And day by day, the Lord added
to their number those who were being saved.”
Accepting the possibility that Luke added extra
shineto his portrayal of the early believers, it
remains a remarkable description of the church
formed by the Spirit, faithfully engaged in
study, service and communion and growing
day by day.

Joan S. Gray draws from this description of a
Spirit-led church in her new book Spiritual
Leadership for Church Officers. She explores
what happens when congregations and their
leaders begin to trust that God is at work
among them leading them into God’ s purposes
for theworld. Thisisvery much what Luke
describes in the book of Acts, asthe earliest
communities were formed by the Spirit and
began to live in ways that were both
compelling and challenging for the world.
Gray reminds us that this same possibility is
there now for congregations that have Christ at
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the center of their life together and are
committed to be led by the Spirit of God in
engagement with the world. The original
Pentecost is a past event, but we celebrate
now because we believe the Spirit is still
forming a people for God's purpose. The
challenge for church leaders and
congregations is to engage in prayer, asthe
early church did, with the deep hope that God
will be at the center of our life together and
that from that center we will become a people
whose witness is compelling and challenging
for the world.

Thisisonly possible, argues Gray, as |eaders
and their congregations dare to step out of our
comfort zones, let go of our persistent need to
control and learn to trust that God will lead us
into God' s purpose for the world. When we
try to maintain control, we may very well be
blocking what God wants to do in and through
our church. The Spirit-led church may seem
chaotic at times and even uncomfortable,
especially for Methodists who prefer well
ordered proceedings, yet such a Church that is
committed to following Christ and being led
by the Holy Spirit will also be a compelling
witness to the gospel of God' s grace for all.
Thisiswhat we celebrate as the acts of Hope
Eternal.
